Where else would works by
Leonardo daVinci, Michelangelo and Rembrandet sit along side works by Charles Tole,
Martin Ball, Louise Henderson and Wellesley Binding?

There is something to suit the tastes and
interests of each and every visitor. However from a gallery point of view they allows us to get a
number of in-house tasks done — not least of all having a good look at all the paintings ourselves
with an eye to developing future exhibitions and checking our documentation is all in place.
